
The Inland Bays Pollution Control Strategy 
(PCS), which was recently adopted in November 
of 2008, is aimed at reducing the inflow of 
nutrients /pollutants (nitrogen, phosphorous, 
sediment) into the Indian River, Indian River Bay, 
Rehoboth Bay, Assawoman Bay, and their 
tributaries.  The overall goal of the regulation is 
to reduce the footprint of human activities and 
the resulting impact on local water quality as the 
inland bays area continues to experience the 

impacts of urban sprawl. 

 
Section 4.0 of the regulations specifies that 
subdivisions that have submitted concept plans 
to a delegated agency on November 11th, 2008 
or later are required to establish buffer zones 
near primary and secondary water features (100 
feet and 60 feet wide respectively) in order to 
protect and improve water quality.  The 
regulations specify that buffers will exist in 
community open spaces and will be managed by 

HOAs.  If water features are not present, one or 
more of the following pollution reduction 
actions are to be implemented: 

 
Vegetated stormwater collection areas that 
trap and take up nutrients and sediment  

 
 Stormwater collection areas that allow 
water to soak back into the ground to 
reduce the amount of runoff reaching 
waterways  

 
Preserved and created forested areas that 
treat rainwater, groundwater, and runoff.

Conservation Landscaping Using Native 
PlantingsñDewey Beach  
In late spring of 2008, the 
Town of Dewey Beach 
Landscape Committee 
asked Envirotech 
Environmental Consulting, 
Inc. (EECI) to develop a 
Conservation Landscape 
Plan (CLP) for the median 
strip on Route 1 at King 
Charles Avenue.  The goal 
of the CLP was to provide 
an aesthetic and 
environmental amenity utilizing native vegetation 
that was selected for the barrier island 
ecosystem.  The CLP was designed with 
biological diversity to maximize the potential for 
blooming wildflowers, stabilization grasses, and 
shrubs that will provide color on a year round 

basis, while not impeding traffic view corridors.   

EECI selected species accordingly to meet the  

 

stated goals.  After treating 
the existing undesirable 
vegetation on the median, 
EECI assisted volunteers from 
the Dewey Beach Landscape 

Committee and installed the vegetation selected 
in the CLP.  In May 2008, the median was roto-
tilled.  Soil amendments of slow release fertilizer 
and organic compost were added.  The outer 
two feet of the median were seeded with red 
fescue, so it could be managed with normal 
mowing and turf management techniques.  The 
interior of the median was seeded with a custom 
low-growing native

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Pesticide Misconceptions  

Spring typically evokes thoughts of blooming flowers and baby birds, but when it comes to storm 

water pond management, your locally owned and operated environmental consulting firm is focusing 

on algae blooms, pond weed growth, and invasive/native nuisance vegetation  When it comes to 

controlling these types of vegetation, herbicides are needed.  

 

For some owners of aquatic and wetland areas, using herbicides may seem dangerous and 

detrimental to the environment.  However, all of the aquatic management products we use are 

registered by the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA).  òPesticide registration is the process 

through which EPA examines the ingredients of a pesticide; the site or crop on which it is to be 

used; the amount, frequency and timing of its use; and storage and disposal practices. EPA evaluates 

the pesticide to ensure that it will not have unreasonable adverse effects on humans, the 

environment, and non-target species. Pesticides must be registered or exempted by EPA's Office of 

Pesticide Programs before they may be sold or distributed in the U.S. Once registered, a pesticide 

may not legally be used unless the use is consistent with the approved directions for use on the 

pesticide's label or labeling.ó 1 

 

In addition to the EPA strictly evaluating pesticides, the Delaware Department of Agriculture (DDA) 

requires that those who buy or use restricted use pesticides or general use pesticides obtain a 

certified pesticide applicators license.  Here at Envirotech, there is at least one certified pesticide 

applicator on every crew.  So the next time you see us applying pesticides in or around your 

stormwater management pond, feel free to inquire regarding our practices.  Our applied scientists 

are more than willing to answer any and all of your questions.
